The time for the test is 150 minutes; however you may have to be present at the venue for approximately 200 minutes
including the time required for logging in, collection of the call letters, going through the instructions etc. All the tests
except Test of English Language will be made available in English and Hindi. Test of English Language will be made
available only in English. All the questions will have multiple choices. Out of the five answers to a question only one will
be the correct answer. You have to select the most appropriate answer and ‘mouse click’ that alternative which
you feel is appropriate/ correct. The alternative/ option that you have clicked on will be treated as your answer
to that question. There will be penalty for wrong answers marked by you. For every wrong answer marked by
you, 1/4th of the marks assigned to that question will be deducted as penalty.

Candidates will have to pass in each of the objective tests.
The Scores of Online Examination will be obtained by adopting the following procedure :

() Number of questions answered correctly by a candidate in each objective test is considered for arriving at the
Corrected Score after applying penalty for wrong answers.

(i) The Corrected Scores so obtained by a candidate are made equivalent to take care of the minor difference in
difficulty level, if any, in each of the objective tests held in different sessions to arrive at the Equated Scores*

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Details of the On-line Examination Pattern (Objective)

The examination would be conducted on-line i.e. on a computer.
All tests except English Language will be in English and Hindi.

All the questions will have multiple choices. Out of the five answers to a question only one will be the correct
answer. The candidate has to select the most appropriate answer and ‘mouse click’ that alternative which
he/ she feels is appropriate/ correct. The alternative/ option that is clicked on will be treated as the answer
to that question. Answer to any question will be considered for final evaluation, only when candidates
have submitted the answers by clicking on “Save & Next” or “Mark for Review & Next”.

(& Click on the question number on the question palette at the right of your screen to go to that numbered
question directly. Note that using this option does NOT save your answer to the current question.

(b) Click on ‘Save & Next’ to save answer to current question and to go to the next question in sequence.

(c) Click on ‘Mark for Review and Next’ to save answer to current question, mark it for review, and to go to
the next question in sequence.

To select your answer, click on one of the option buttons.

To change your answer, click another desired option button.

To save your answer, you MUST click on Save & Next.

To deselect a chosen answer, click on the chosen option again or click on the Clear Response button.
